All present, save apologies from Cllr. N. Garbutt. Chaired by Cllr. R. Blowey. 
1. County Cllr. P Awford reported that the Environment Agency (EA) was mistaken when 

they had said there was no overtopping of the river Severn. Chris Riley has replaced 
Richard Waters at Highways and has a much bigger brief. The lower part of the A48 
surface is the biggest priority now. Following the closure of the school a caretaker is 
resident at night, hence the lights. Secretary of State upheld Twigworth & Innsworth 
planning decisions. Cllr. C. Thomas thanked Cllr. Awford for all the help he had given 
Minsterworth.  

2. Planning: 
 17/00849/FUL Holborn Ho. Now 1 storey. No objection. 
 17/01268/FUL Greenacres. Highways have no objection. Cllr Blowey was concerned 

about other houses planned. When the Apple Tree was a pub there was probably more 
traffic. Support.  

 Decision: 5 dwellings adjacent to Rosedale granted by TBC. 
 Appeal land at Hygrove. Orig PC comments 5-10 dwellings – traffic coming out of 

Hygrove La. TBC refused it due to change in character 9/5/17. 13/4/17 Highways no 
objection subject to passing places put in place before development begun (for the 10) 

 School & pub now closed so Minsterworth doesn’t have the infrastructure to support 
them. Agreed. 

 Part parcel 10228 8 dwellings. Permitted. 
3. Future growth of Minsterworth will be held to February’s meeting. 
4. The accounts were reviewed and approved.  
5.  It was decided to purchase a defibrillator to be kept at the Village Hall as a central 

location. Potential sponsors would be identified. 
6. It was agreed that the play area was tired and the Parish Council would look to fund a 

new one at the Village Hall. 
7. There are 2 daytime 4* Bores in March at a the weekend which will attract many 

visitors. A mobile toilet will be hired and the Village Hall will be open for parking and 
refreshments. 

8.  An updated “welcome to Minsterworth” will be distributed with The Villager.
